Black: B. Palmer

White: N. Mitchell

Komi: 5.5

11: better at 19.

19: this is an ugly move and should probably have been played at A.
24: probably should be at 28.

27: should cut immediately at 32.

31: again white misses the chance to cut at 32.

40: better played at B.

At this stage white has secured a 25 pt. corner and damaged black’s potential on
the left side while chasing the black group.
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
